	One note is that I generally assume that the Yelmgathic Resurrection has returned Yelmic practice to the complex and more personal deity of GRoY, rather than the more abstracted and distant Idovanus like Yelm that existed after the Karsdevanic Clarification (though I have tended to portray the Carmanian gods as very abstract or distant).
